Candidates who are desirous of seeking admission are required to fill in the 
applica�on form, completed in all respects, along with relevant documents, in 
accordance with direc�ons provided on the website of the college. 

Candidates who have passed the Higher Secondary of 12th standard Examina�on 
of Goa Board of Higher Secondary Educa�on or any other equivalent examina�on 
recognized by Goa University in any stream of knowledge within a minimum of 
45% marks (40% Marks in case of SC/ST and 42% Marks in case of OBC) shall be 
eligible for admission to the First Year provided the candidate:

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The Library plays a vital role in enhancing the quality of academic environment in 
educa�onal Ins�tu�on in par�cularly law ins�tu�on. The Library is well equipped 
and has a collec�on of approximately 16,500 bar-coded books including an 
exclusive rare collec�on of about 50 books and with subscrip�on to vital law 
reports, journals, magazines and newspapers. 

DEPARTMENT OF LIBRARY AND INFORMATION SCIENCE

The Reading room is well furnished and can accommodate 60 students.  In 
addi�on, the Library has a Discussion Room and a Research Centre with a capacity 
for 20 students each. The Library also has study carrels to make individual 
studying conducive. Library is also equipped with desktop computers, laptabs, 
laptops and Kindle which are used by the students to pursue academic excellence. 
CCTV cameras are installed for proper surveillance.  

The Library is automated with the Open Source NewGenLib Library Management 
So�ware. OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue) is provided though college 
computer network and students can access bibliographic details of the books 
available in the library.  The library also has a subscrip�on to Digilegal database 
wherein students have an access to the old and latest judgments of the Supreme 
Court of India and all other High Courts of India, including Bare Acts and 
No�fica�ons. An offline access is also available to All India Reporter. The Library 
also has the Database of ILI Law Journals Ar�cle Since its incep�on (i.e. 1965 �ll 
2010) and Annual Law Reports from (1965 to 2010). Each student has an access to 
e-journals, e-books with separate user ids and passwords through a subscrip�on 
to N-List. The Library also has caliber e-book management so�ware wherein 
about 800 public domain law books are made available to the students. The 
Library is a repository of disserta�ons, ques�on banks, college cultural 
programmes videos, videos of guest lecturers, and of ar�cles published by college 
lectures.

There is a Book Bank Scheme in which books are issued for every course/subject 
to all the bona fide students in addi�on to the books issued by the library 
otherwise, for each semester �ll the end of examina�on of the respec�ve 
semester.  

The Library's exclusive website i.e. contains www.grkarelawlibrary.yolasite.com 
all latest and updated details of the college along with other relevant informa�on 
such as syllabus, ques�on papers, links to the free legal sources for the students, 
and so on.

There is a reprography sec�on provided wherein students are allowed to take 
print, photocopy or scan books or other relevant documents.
